Students (medical, dental, pharmacy & nursing), professionals (volunteers), and many Dominican staff work together in remote rural villages (campo/batey) to provide health care to the under served.

The Summer Program in the Dominican Republic consists of a five week period divided into different segments and begins with an orientation process at the ILAC Center in Santiago. During orientation, students study Spanish, and get to know one another and the Dominican culture. Students are divided into teams with other undergraduate, dental, medical, nursing and pharmacy students, and doctors, dentists and registered nurses and pharmacists.
